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FAILED LEFTIST JEWISH LEADERSHIP CAUSING

A new and vicious antisemitism has become fashionable for many young Americans on both the left and,
sadly, the right. Conversations praising Hitler and joking about “a so-called Holocaust” are all over X,
Instagram, YouTube, and TikTok. Most Jews of the “Boomer” generation know nothing about this. We
grew up ‘in an America where it was normal for Jews to live safe and comfortable lives. We laughed at
Adam Sandler’s Hannukah Song because it seemed like almost everyone in public life had a Jewish con-
nection. American Jews generously funded the ADL, AIPAC, and countless Jewish Federations and oth-
er organizations to protect Jews and fight antisemitism. WHAT HAPPENED?

The short answer is that America today is no longer the “goldene medina” (golden land) it was for Boom-
ers, our parents, and for grandparents. It is quickly becoming like the “Old Country” that our parents
and grandparents left.

To make things worse the “best and brightest” of American Jews—that is, the ones lauded and given
power with the Democrat party and further left— openly and loudly promoted and cheered that
“fundamental transformation” and advanced many of the worst tropes.

We need to talk. We cannot blame Netanyahu. We saw this antisemitism on October 7, 2023. This was
months before Israel attacked Gaza. Until recently, there was very little antisemitism from conservatives.
Most hatred and deadly attacks against Jews came from Blacks, Muslims, and “woke” activists on the
left. Notably, in 2017, “Unite the Right” could bring only a hundred Tiki Torch boys to Charlottesville,
Virginia, from all over America. Many were undercover police agents or as fake as Jessie Smollett. The
media made them important headline news for weeks to embarrass President Trump. They chanted
“Jews will not replace us.” This was after the ADL joined President Obama’s lawsuit to stop Arizona
from enforcing immigration laws. It was after Jewish charities like HIAS resettled thousands of Muslin
“refugees” throughout America. Leftish Jewish elities—and it’s very important here to distinguish be-
tween religious Jews and those whose creed is variations of Marxism--created similar hatred against
Jews in America. Here are seven examples:

1. Openly and proudly supported socialist and left-wing causers and politicians. This included
“Diversity Equity and Inclusion” programs and the transgender madness that put men into women's
sports

2. Attacked and ridiculed Christian and American values and traditions in the media,, Hollywood, and

TV pop culture, and in schools and colleges.

3. Openly supported, defended, and advised politicians who get rich and powerful from massive govern-

ment spending, debt, bureaucracies, and Wall Street bailouts that crushed the middle class.

4. Falsely accused Bible-based Christians who supported and defended Jews and Israel of being “far-

right” and “white-supremacists.”

5. Taught a narrative that falsely blamed irrational “hate” and the ”far-right” for the Holocaust

while avoiding the obvious cause—National Socialism (Goetz Aly explained this in his book Why the

German's, why the Jews?

6. Openly and proudly supported massive legal and illegal immigration to America of Muslims and oth-

ers who hate Christians and Jews and basic American values.

7. “Built bridges” with Muslims while snubbing Hindus and Christians whose families were persecuted

THE SIGNING OF THE BILL THAT OPENED THE GOVERNMENT
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UNCHECKED MIGRATION

Honest, intelligent patriots must educate those completely confused about democratic socialism/
communism/Islam. The Biden circus of crooks, perverts and freaks brought in this massive influx
of criminals, terrorists and drugs. The Trump administration is doing everything it can daily to re-
store order and the rule of law in spite of these protests by insane boomer women primarily who
prefer that criminals be allowed to roam our streets, rape children and cost our country billions. |
will never understand their twisted thinking brainwashed by the radical feminists —it must be the
drugs they consumed and anger they have toward men. It is irrational that the Islam radicals would
team up with the LGBT radicals since the muslims want to kill homosexuals. Americans must not
become victimized by this dangerous ideology pervasive in Europe.

The consequences of unchecked migration and non-assimilation are playing out on the streets of
increasingly dangerous British cities. Most of the migrants arriving in Britain are from places like Er-
itrea, Afghanistan, Sudan, and Somalian — societies that have very different views of civic life and
of civilization itself. Most of them are Muslim, and upon their arrival they are absorbed into one of
Britain’s many growing unassimilated Muslim communities — in Birmingham, Bedford, and parts of
London like Tower Hamlets. These are places that only bear a faint resemblance to what they were
20 years ago thanks to mass immigration.

It has become impossible not to notice the change. Last month in Birmingham (a city that’s now a
third Muslim), local authorities announced that fans of Maccabi Tel Aviv would not be allowed to
attend the teams’ Europa League match against Aston Villa. The official reason given was that po-
lice could not guarantee the safety of the Tel Aviv fans. That was true enough, but the full reason,
as everyone knew, is that the city’s Muslim population is both antisemitic and violent, and if Jewish
Tel Aviv fans showed up in numbers, they would be attacked by a Muslim mob. (As it happened, a
few Jewish fans did show up to protest, and police herded them into a nearby steel-ringed basket-
ball court that protesters referred to as a “Jew cage,” even as Muslim fans roamed around chant-
ing, “death to the IDF,” “Allahu Akbar,” and “from the river to the sea.”)

On top of non-assimilation, there is the issue of migrant crime, which is often directed at white Brit-
ish women. Beyond the migrant crisis (but certainly related to it) there’s a growing sense in Britain
that civil society itself is in freefall, that much that was once stable is now crumbling. Incidents of
random violence, whether perpetrated by recent migrants or the unassimilated children or grand-
children of migrants, seem to occur daily

The cumulative effect of all this is a growing feeling among the majority indigenous English popula-
tion that the government is destroying the country through mass immigration, legal and illegal, and
a policy of pandering to the unassimilated Muslim minority. The Starmer government is locked into
a Soviet ideological framework, unable politically to alienate its Muslim base and unable to enact
reforms that might save the country. Britain’s political leaders are operating under conditions of fear
and duress, unable to manage or even name the crisis now engulfing them, and losing control of
the country day by day in real time.

What this portends is widespread civil conflict.

In the meantime, we are watching a once-great nation — our mother nation, in fact — collapse into
ruin. It is harrowing and sad to witness. It should also, for us Americans, be a cautionary tale.
