Sheri was elected Orange County Treasurer in 2010, was reelected in June 2024, 2018, and 2020, running unop-
posed. She is the first woman ever elected as Orange County Treasurer. 
Sheri’s theme is Comon Sense Leadership, and she operates under the principle that government should work 
for you. 
 
She is the banker and responsible for over $16 billion in the County Treasury, is an ex-officio member of the 9-
member Orange County Employees Retirement System managing $24 billion, a member of the County’s Audit 
Oversight Committee, the Deferred Compensation Committee, the Public Financing Advisory Committee and 
the OCERS Audit Committee. 
 
Sheri is also a local leader in the financial field. Some of her honors are receiving the Leadership Award for 
Public Service from the Orange County Business Council for her work in cutting red tape and providing red 
carpet service, a rose award from OC Tax for streamlining property taxes, selected twice by the Orange Coun-
ty Business Journal in their OC 500 list, including in their inaugural OC 500 that honors the most influential 
individuals in Orange County and made an honorary member of the Orange County Association of Realtors 
for her work in transparency of property taxes. 
 
She is a Chamber of Commerce member in several cities.
