Jeffrey was arrested on August 26, 2021 and has served the last 3 1/2 incarcerated in federal custody in 11 different fa-
cilities across the U.S. ending his sentence at the Federal Correctional Institution in Lompoc CA. 
 
Jeff spent his formative years between Southern California and Coeur d’Alene, Idaho, where he developed a passion 
for outdoor sports and activities. He achieved the rank of Eagle Scout demonstrating his leadership and commitment to 
service. 
He earned his Bachelor’s degree in Business Administration and also holds an F.A.A. Commercial Pilots license and 
held a Certified Flight Instructor certificate. Throughout his career, Jeff has played a key role in designing training 
and development programs for Internet Technology implementations, serving both domestic and international corpo-
rations.

Committed to giving back, Jeff volunteered his time and resources to support Orange County food banks and animal 
shelters.
