Additional fees for some events (golf and target shooting) are to be paid by the participant at the 
venue. No refunds will be issued once event has started.

REGISTRATION: 1.) Register at the Community Center fitness facility at 24351 El Toro Road during 
regular operating hours. Find details of each competition in the attached registration packet. Each 
competitor and each partner must complete a registration form and must pay registration fees.  
No changes may be made to the registration form once it is submitted. If an event requires a partner, 
participants must write partner’s first and last name on the application. 2.) Or participants can also 
register online via ActiveNet. Registration closes March 16. Late registration without a t-shirt is 
determined only by the events coordinator. Make payment by check (payable to GRF) or credit card—
cash will not be accepted. Credit/debit card fees apply. 

SHIRT PICKUP: Registered participants may pick up their event t-shirt beginning Thursday, April 2, at 
the Community Center fitness facility. No t-shirt exchanges are permitted.  

CHECK-IN: Participants must check in no less than 15 minutes prior to the start of their event unless 
otherwise noted. If a participant has not checked in prior to the start of the event, a forfeit will be 
announced. Some events require earlier check-in; please reference event details. 

ATTIRE: Participants are encouraged to wear their Village Games t-shirt to support the event and 
sponsors. Other athletic attire suitable for the event is acceptable. 

CLOSING CEREMONY: This event will be held Thursday, April 30, at the Clubhouse 5 Main Lounge; 
doors open at 9 a.m. The closing ceremony will feature a presentation and sponsor booths. 
Participants should wear their Village Games t-shirt for a group photo.
