Dear Friends: 
Happy Summer! Can you believe it’s already August? I'm excited to be back home, crisscrossing California’s 
40th district during the district work period, after a busy several months in Washington. 
I came to Congress to bring common sense, break through the gridlock, and get things done, and Team Young 
continues to work around the clock to deliver results.

Before our Summer Recess, we 
handled 19 budget bills, bond measures, and ballot initiatives. 
 
The 2024 budget signed by the governor calls for spending $298 billion. Gimmicks were used to address 
the state’s $46.8 billion deficit, and we will see continued deficits as tax increases drive more employers 
and taxpayers out of the state. Additionally, the governor introduced a second Proposition 47 crime re-
form measure to compete with the already qualified Homeless, Drug Addiction, and Theft Reduction 
Act.
